There will be two scientific conferences during the Week of related Finno-Ugric peoples in the Narva College of University of Tartu.
2nd Conference „The Concept of freedom in the literature of Eastern Europe”
The Conference is open to literary scholars, folklorists, ethnographers, ethnologists, cultural theorist, theologians and psychologists. The previous conference was held in 2013, the current one will take place between the 15th and 16th of October, 2014. Check-in/Arrival: October 14, 2014. 
As part of the October 15th Conference there will be an event of the Narva literary club with the participation of Estonian writers.

Conference „Uralo-indogermanica”
The Conference is dedicated to the memory of major German linguist Ralf-Peter Ritter (1938-2011), who was researching the relationship of Finno-Ugric and Indo-European languages (http://titus.uni-frankfurt.de/personal/ritterrp.htm). The interdisciplinary Conference is open to linguists, historians, archaeologists, folklorists, ethnographers, musicologists. Current problems of the Finno-Ugric (Finnish, Estonian, Vepsian, Hungarian etc.), Germanic, Slavic, Baltic, Armenian and Indo-Iranian languages and ethnic groups will be discussed in a comparative or resolving manner. Special attention will be devoted to the scientific legacy of Professor Ritter. The Conference will take place between the 16th and 17th of October, 2014. Check-in/Arrival: October 15th, 2014. The event is accompanied by a cultural program.

A paid excursion will be organized to Tallinn or Tartu on October 18th: the Day of related Finno-Ugric peoples. The main concert of the Week of Finno-Ugric peoples will take place in Tallinn.
Speaker guidelines

Working languages of the Conference are Estonian, Russian, English and German.

Participation is full-time. In addition to their oral presentations the speakers have the possibility of poster presentations as well.

Oral presentations should be illustrated by computer presentations or handouts.

By the beginning of the Conference speakers need to submit their abstracts in a language different from the language of their presentations.

As part of the application to the Organizing Committee speakers should provide a brief summary of their presentations in the language of the oral presentation until September 15th, 2014.

Financial and visa information
Participation in conferences is free of charge, transportation costs are the expense of the sending party. 

Meals can be paid for on the site.

Accommodations can be arranged in the university hotel institution for 10 euros/night (excl. breakfast).

The Organizing Committee also provides assistance with hotel reservations in Narva and Narva-Jõesuu and of course visa support.

Narva

The new building of the Narva College of University of Tartu is the most modern building of the largest and most prestigious university in the country, founded in 1632. The building has a library, a conference hall, an art gallery, a cafe and free wireless internet access.

The town of Narva, the former administrative centre of Ingria (Ingermanland), is located on the picturesque banks of the Narva River directly on the Estonian-Russian border (www.narva.ee). The main attraction of the town is the medieval castle with a panoramic view to the Ivangorod fortress of the Leningrad region. The city art gallery exhibits masterpieces of fine art.

Transportation

There is a direct bus connection to Tallinn, Tartu (www.t-pilet.ee), Riga, Saint-Petersburg and Pskov (Lux Express, Ecolines, Ekspress-Auto L) and direct train services to Tallinn, Moscow and Saint-Petersburg (Go Rail, Elron). The closest airports are in Saint-Petersburg (155 km) and Tallinn. You can arrive from Russia to the neighboring Russian town, Ivangorod by train, electric train, bus or shuttle bus and cross the border by foot. There is a direct bus connection to the airport of Riga. There is is a bus service (1 euro) to the famous resort town of Narva- Jõesuu (Ust-Narva). Taxi cost from Narva to Narva- Jõesuu is 10 Euros and taxi costs 2 Euros (+372559 06090) within the town of Narva.
