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Dear Colleagues,

Please find enclosed the final version of the conference programme. A map of the city center is also provided where the location of hotels and other sites that may be of interest to you is marked. We look forward to meeting you in Kraków in less than a month. In the meantime, please read the following useful tips concerning travel, registration, conference programme and the accompanying events.

How to get to your hotel 

( from the airport: Kraków airport, Balice, is located at an 8 km distance from the city. The most convenient and fairly inexpensive way of getting to your hotel is to take a taxi. However, make sure you board a regular taxi marked with the 919 phone number. For a ride to Hotel Cracovia on a Sunday, you will be charged ca. 50 zlotys, ie. about 11 € (1 € = ca. 4,5 zl.; 1 US dollar = ca. 3,7 zl.). You do not need to tip the driver. (In general, tips are not a rule in Poland but in a restaurant you can offer the waiter/waitress a small tip if you are pleased with the service). You can also use public transport – Bus 192 stops by Hotel Cracovia and then goes to the city center (tell the driver or the passengers where you want to go and ask them where you should get off). You can buy bus tickets with Polish currency at a tobacconist’s at the airport or from the bus driver. You should stamp the ticket after boarding the bus. Make sure you have the right ticket and please remember to pay for every piece of luggage, including backpacks, as only very small pieces of luggage can be transported without a ticket. 

( from the train station: Here, the most reasonable way would be to take a regular taxi – it will cost  no more than 2 or 3 € (8-15 zl) and you will get directly to your hotel. The regular taxis, again marked with 919, are to be found on the parking lot at the top floor – once you descend the train, instead of going down to the tunnel as most people do, please find the stairs going up (the lifts at most platforms go only down). If you don’t want to take a taxi, follow the other passengers down to the tunnel. Once in the tunnel, turn right and find public transport (buy tickets for yourself and your luggage and do not forget to stamp them!) or go to your hotel/dorm on foot. Floriańska street is within a walking distance, whereas other locations are further away (a 15 to 25-minute walk). When at the airport and the railway station and in the train, beware of pickpockets! At the airport and train station do not take other taxis than 919 because some drivers may overcharge you. 

Registration

( Early registration and the meeting point on Sunday, Oct 10th: Those of you who will be coming to Kraków on Sunday may join us at the SINUS Restaurant, Straszewskiego Street 28, phone 421 18 22 (almost opposite the main University building Collegium Novum – see the map). We will be waiting for you there from 6 PM till late evening, say 11 PM. You will be able to register there, meet other participants and have dinner or a pint of beer. The restaurant, which serves quite decent food at very reasonable prices, will be booked just for us. If you arrive before 6 PM on Sunday and have a problem, you can call Magdalena Smoczyńska on her cellular phone +48-507 006 567. 

( Registration on Monday, Oct 11th: The registration stand in Collegium Novum will be open from 8 AM on. If you do not register on Sunday, please come early enough to do it before the conference starts at 9.15 AM. The latecomers are kindly requested to register upon arrival at the current conference site.

Accompanying Events

Some changes have been made to the programme of the accompanying events. Since the welcome reception will be taking place in Stuba Communis of the Collegium Maius, which is the site of the University Museum, the two events, namely the reception and the tour of the museum, will be combined on Monday evening. As a result, the Tuesday afternoon programme had to be modified. After the shortened lunch break, participants will be taken on a guided tour of Kraków from 2 PM to 5 PM. Afterwards, an additional excursion to Wieliczka will be organised from 5 PM to 9 PM for those interested. 

( City tour: Two guided tours will be run simultaneously, one in German and the other in English. The meeting point is the Market Square (Rynek) next to the Ratusz (OHG rathûs) tower at 2 PM. The itinerary   will not be very long as most monuments are situated in the city centre. We will see Rynek and St. Mary’s Church (Mariacki) with the famous altar by Wit Stwosz (Veit Stoss). Then, following the Grodzka (Burgstr.) and Kanonicza streets, we will reach the Wawel mount with its royal castle and the cathedral (only external view on the Wawel complex, no time for visiting the chambers). Finally, we will make a short tour of the Jewish district of Kazimierz. This event is included in the conference fee for all the participants and the accompanying persons.

(Wieliczka Salt mine, located at a 10 km distance from Kraków, is the oldest enterprise of salt industry in Poland which has been in constant use since the 13th century. This excursion is an additional event that you can book for the price of 20 € per person. For those not attending the city tour the meeting point is Cracovia hotel at 4.30 PM. Those participating in the city tour will find their bus at Dajwór Street in Kazimierz at 5 PM. The salt mine tour will be run in two simultaneous groups, guided in German and in English. The visit lasts ca. 1¾ h, and involves descending 380 steps to the level of 64 meters under the ground level, visiting numerous underground chambers, chapels and lakes and walking a distance of ca. 2 km. Before taking a lift to the surface you will be served a dinner in an underground restaurant. The bus will bring you back to the city center and to Cracovia hotel about 9 PM. The price includes: bus transfer to and from Wieliczka, a ticket to the salt mine, the guide service and the dinner. You should wear comfortable shoes and relatively warm clothes since the temperature in the mine is relatively low (14oC i.e. 57oF). 


The Section B session on Saturday will be held in room 30 at the ground floor of the Dept. of Chemistry building situated at Ingardena Street 3 at a 1-2 minutes walk distance from the Jagellonian Library. We hope it will be possible for the participants to circulate between the two sections. The coffee break for both sections will be at the Library site.

Please prepare your presentation so that it does not to exceed 20 minutes and that there are 10 minutes left for the discussion. The schedule is so tight that speakers have to keep to allocated time. 

Technical equipment required for your paper presentation 

The conference sites will be equipped with an overhead projector. A laptop and a data projector can be made available on request. Please let us know in advance if you need them. 

This circular is also being sent via priority surface mail to those registered. Those of you who will get the present circular first by email are kindly requested to return a filled form concerning the last details also by email. Those who get it via surface mail only can ignore it and make their choices at the registration. The information provided will help us to estimate the number of persons for whom the relevant services should be booked.
